Question 7: Then where does this corrupt human nature come from?

Answer: From the fall and disobedience of  our first parents, Adam 
and Eve, in Paradise. This fall has so poisoned our nature that we 
are born sinners-- corrupt from conception on.


Question 8: But are we so corrupt that we are totally unable to do any good and 
inclined toward all evil?

Answer: Yes, unless we are born again, by the Spirit of  God.
